Part icipants in Adventure Camps should pack in a large duf fel  bag or backpack.  T he items on this l ist  cover everything 
that  w i l l  be needed for al l  components of  the trip.  Please pack extra basic i tems for your t ime at  M inikani .  I f  you bring 
more than is necessary i t  w i l l  be lef t  behind at  camp during your trip,  so please keep excess to a minimum.  Please mark all 
of your belongings with your first and last name. 
 
All Participants should pack:

• Hiking Boots (You w i l l  w ear these for most  of  the t ime 
you are at  camp.  T hey must  be comfortable and 
sturdy,  preferably w ater resistant .  W alk  in them for at  
least  8 miles beforehand. )  

• Sleeping Bag & Stuf f  Sack (Synthetic & rated to 20 or 
30 degrees & must  stuf f  to a small  size that  can be 
easi ly carried. )  

• 2 Pair Long Underw ear T op and Bottom (Do not  bring 
cotton!  I t  w i l l  not  keep you w arm w hen w et .  
Polypropylene is the best  fabric for w armth and 
comfort . )  

• 1  Day Pack (T his should be a school book size 
backpack.  I t  should be large enough to hold rain gear,  
extra clothes,  sunblock,  w ater bott le,  and lunch. )  

• Rain Jacket/Pants Combinat ion ( I f  you elect  to bring 
a poncho,  make sure that  it  is sturdy and long 
enough to cover you w ith a pack on.  Ponchos cannot  
be used on raf t ing trips for safety reasons. )  

• T eva/Chaco style sandals or old gym shoes (T hese 
w i l l  be w orn in the boat  and in the w ater every day)  

• 2 W ater bott les (32 oz.  Nalgene bott les are best .  No 
camelbacks. )  

• 1  Fleece Jacket  or W ool Sw eater 
• 1  Pair Sw eatpants or Fleece Pants 
• 2 Pairs Long Pants (No Jeans)  
• 2 Pairs Shorts 
• 1  Pair T ennis Shoes 

 
Optional Items:

• Camera ( inexpensive) 
• Paper,  Envelopes,  and Stamps;  journal/Book 
• Frame Backpack (Camp Chief  Ouary can supply one) 
• Sleeping Pad (Camp Chief  Ouray can supply one) 
• Crazy Creek Camp Chair 
• Small  Pi l low  (airplane size) 

 
Do Not Bring:

• Drugs,  Alcohol or T obacco *Possession,  use,  and/or sale of  alcohol,  tobacco,  and/or drugs w il l  be cause for a camper 
to be sent  home immediately at  the parent/guardian expense.  

• Knives or Guns 
• Expensive items not  required for the trip 
• Radios,  Cell  Phones,  mp3 Players,  iPods,  or Electronic Games 
• Spending M oney (except  campers arriving by plane)
